1.Summary of the Introduction
 The introduction explains that organizations adopt new information technologies, but their success
depends on whether users accept and use them. Previous research lacked clarity on why users accept or reject technologies. The study introduces the Technology Acceptance Model (TAM), identifying perceived usefulness and perceived ease of use as key beliefs influencing user acceptance.

3.Summary of the Problem Statement
Organizations invest heavily in information systems, yet many fail because users reject them. Existing
models were either too complex or lacked evidence. Therefore, a need existed for a simple, validated model to explain and predict user acceptance of technology

4. Objectives of the Study
1.To develop a simplified model (TAM) explaining factors influencing technology acceptance.
2. To assess the influence of perceived usefulness and perceived ease of use on user attitudes.
3. To test the relationships between beliefs and actual system usage.
4. To provide empirical evidence to validate the model.

5. Summary of the Problem Statement 
The main problem is the low success rate of information systems caused by poor user acceptance.
There was no clear framework explaining the factors influencing acceptance.

6. Gap of the Paper: 
Previous research lacked a simple and empirically tested model explaining technology acceptance. The study fills this gap by introducing TAM, which focuses on perceived usefulness and perceived ease of use, supported by empirical validation.
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
